The three broken water fountains have been removed and we will not be replacing them. The gate on field 2 has finally been fixed, we can now pay that contractor’s final bill of $3,000. All security cameras are getting replaced soon, under warranty. The school is covering the cost of a bullpen at field 2. The estimate we received for safety nets is around $16,000 per net. We are needing at least three and are hoping the school will cover the cost for the one at field 2. We would cover the cost for the one at Kemp’s. The one for field 3 may wait. Isaac S. is looking into some other options.
