February 13, 2023 7:00pm 
1. Meeting was called to order at 7:03pm.
2. Roll Call – Roll was called to find the following members present:  Becky Martin, Mike Williams, Erin Weber, Jeremey Meints and Missy Donahue. Kecia Holiday and Katie Schwab were absent.   
3. Consent Minutes from previous meeting January 23, 2023 – Jeremey Meints moved to accept the January 23, 2023 minutes as presented. Mike Williams seconded. Motion carried.
4. Consent Agenda – Erin Weber moved to consent agenda as presented. Becky Martin seconded. Motion carried.

6. Public Participation – Jeff Doll was present as Park Director
7. President’s Report – Erin Weber – No report.    
8. Secretary’s Report – Becky Martin – Received a call from the County. We were wrong on terms. Becky and Jeremey are running for 6-year terms, Katie and Missy are 4-year terms and Mike for a 2-year term. The amended forms have been filed.

a. Youth Activities

c. Park – Jeff Doll – Cleaning. Kemp’s field has been squared up. It was about 4ft off. Joe Bennett has quoted $4,500 to install outfield fence. This does not include concrete for posts. Becky Martin moved to allow up to $6,000 for fence install on Kemp’s field, inclusive of installation costs and concrete. Mike Williams second. Motion carried.
i. Concession Stand Remodel – Erin Weber/Jeremey Meints – Old wooden cabinets have been removed and it’s been cleaned out. We are ready for new equipment. They will meet to look at a possible new sink. We will purchase new stainless steel worktables to replace the wooden cabinets.
