Regular Board Meeting 

April 24, 2023 7:00pm 
1. Meeting was called to order at 7:00pm.
2. Roll Call – Roll was called to find the following members present:  Becky Martin, Erin Weber, Jeremey Meints and Mike Williams. Katie Schwab and Missy Donahue were absent. Jeff Doll was present as Park Director. It is noted that Kecia Holiday arrived at 7:45pm. 
3. Consent Agenda – Erin Weber moved to consent agenda as presented. Becky Martin seconded. Motion carried.
4. Consent Minutes from previous meeting April 10, 2023 – Jeremey Meints moved to accept the April 10, 2023, minutes as presented. Mike Williams seconded. Motion carried.
5. Introductions and Recognitions – if any – None.
6. Public Participation – None. 
7. President’s Report – Erin Weber – Reminded those who need to, to complete their OMA training. Erin is our FOIA officer.    
8. Secretary’s Report – Becky Martin – Reminded everyone that our Statement of Economic Interests must be filed by May 1.
9. Liaison’s Reports –
a. Youth Activities 
i. Travel Teams – Jeff Doll – No report.
ii. Park Baseball/Softball – Jeff Doll – Jerseys and hats are in and at the printer/embroider to be finished. Socks are also in. Discussed 10u girls tournament. 
iii. Intro to Baseball – Jeff Doll – Registration is open until 5/7. 14 currently signed up. 
iv. Spring Soccer – Season ends this Saturday.
v. JFL – Becky Martin – Current counts are Bantams 17, JV 14, Varsity 12 and Flag 15. Brandon has been in contact with Ridgeview. They are looking at sending Bantams and JV and potentially flag to us. They are not sure on taking our varsity. We will have to order more jerseys if we agree to take their players. Brandon received a quote of approximately $100 per jersey. Nothing has been decided/agreed to yet and Brandon will continue to talk with them. 
vi. Littlest Learners – Amanda Carter has emailed saying we are ready for touch ups on the trail for the sensory path. She says we need at least 2 gallons of paint (orange and yellow). Discussed. We will have her buy the paint and the park will reimburse her. Erin will follow up. 
vii. Other/Activities – None.
b. Pool – Jeremey Meints – Started pumping water out today. Plans to start filling the L shaped pool mid-May. Our contractor has sent a letter stating the big pool is unable to be repaired and that they recommend to teardown and re-build or fill in. Discussed.       
c. Park – Jeremey Meints – Scoreboard on field 2 is up and running. The signs on Kemp’s field are not holding up to the wind. Jeff asked about foul polls for Kemp’s field. Discussed possibly using the old goal post that is still up behind left field. Not sure if we want to just take it down or move it. 
i. Concession Stands/Restrooms – Women’s toilets have been changed out. Men’s still need done. The contractor has power washed the pickleball court. A private donor might be interested in paying for the court to be professionally resurfaced and lined.  
10. Treasurer’s Report – Total bills $7,736.64. Balance after bills paid is $25,750.38 (plus $10,000 in Heartland account).
a. Monthly/Other bills and payments – Jeremey Meints moved to approve bills and checks as written/electronic withdrawals. Becky Martin seconded. Motion carried.

b. Budget Planning (FY Ending March 31, 2024) – Reviewed budget. Jeremey Meints moved to accept the budget for fiscal year ending March 31, 2024. Kecia Holiday seconded. Motion carried.

d. Sponsorship Banners – Katie Schwab – Absent, no report.
12. Tractor Repair/Replacement – Jeremey reports that the larger tractor at Martin’s would be $489.50/month at 1.9% for 60 months. With the government discount it would $481/month at 5.99% for 60 months. The smaller tractor would be $443/month. We would get $4,500 for our trade-in. This is all through John Deere. The new tractor would have 24 months or 2,000 hours warranty and a 72-month powertrain warranty. He looked into obtaining the loan through Heartland, but their rates were 7.99%. Kecia Holiday moved to purchase the larger tractor through John Deere. Mike Williams seconded. Motion carried.  
13. New Business – Jeff would like for us to look into having our bathrooms, concession stand and office hired out to be cleaned. Possibly just twice a week, once a month for the office. He will get quotes.
