Regular Board Meeting 

April 25, 2022, 7:00pm 
1. Meeting was called to order at 7:03pm.
2. Roll Call – Roll was called to find the following members present:  Becky Martin, Missy Donahue, Kecia Holiday and Jeremey Meints. Erin Weber arrived at 7:10pm and Katie Schwab arrived at 7:30pm. Mike Williams was absent.
3. Consent Minutes from previous meeting March 28, 2022 & April 11, 2022 – Kecia Holiday moved to accept both sets of minutes as presented. Missy Donahue seconded. Motion carried.
4. Introductions and Recognitions – if any – None.
5. Public Participation – Isaac Steidinger arrived at 7:15pm. He was present to discuss the Perry Weather alert system. See 11a. Also inquired about the park’s interest in putting up a new scoreboard. The school has received quotes for new baseball, football and softball scoreboards. They are not touching the football scoreboard at this time. They would receive a discount for multiple scoreboards purchased. His preference would be for the park to replace the scoreboard on field 2 since it is the high school and junior high softball field. Different scenarios were discussed along with the ages of the scoreboards on the other fields. All are currently in good working order. It was also noted that field 2 has had numerous improvements over the last year and field 3, the school’s junior high field, has had none. Board agreed that they were not interested in replacing the scoreboard on field 2 at this time.         
6. President’s Report – Erin Weber – Advised that Jim & Judy Killian, on behalf of the Illinois Prairie Community Foundation, have donated $2,500. They have inquired about the old playground and if it was possible to use some of the money to repair it. Jeremey reiterated that it’s past its expiration date and not safe for use. The new one is fully installed and open. She also talked to our lawyer regarding the new SEI questions. It is possible that the bill will get overturned, but not until after the deadline. If anyone chooses not to submit their SEI they would need to resign from the board prior to 5/2. There are fees charged every day after 5/2 that the SEI is not submitted. Erin will follow up with our lawyer regarding some questions the board has.    
7. Secretary’s Report – Becky Martin – Statement of Economic Interests are due May 2nd. 
8. Liaison’s Reports –
a. Youth Activities 
i. Travel Teams – Becky Martin – All teams have paid their dues. Games have started and seasons are on-going. 
ii. Park Baseball/Softball/Intro – Becky Martin/Kecia Holiday – Jerseys, hats and socks are in. Josh has delivered to the boy’s teams, Kecia will get the softball teams theirs. Practices are on-going with games starting 5/7. Kecia will work with Blaze Images to get a date set for photos. Intro to baseball registrations will be 5/2-5/13. Fee will be $25, same as last year. Practices will run 5/23-6/3, games 6/6-6/28 and the end of season celebration will be 6/29 or 6/30.    
iii. Spring Soccer – Kecia Holiday – One week left.
iv. JFL – Becky Martin – Registration is closed. Current numbers are Flag-20, Varsity-13, JV-15 and Bantams-13. We aim to have at least 15 per team. Hoping to pick up a few more kids.

v. Swim Team – Missy Donahue – Registration is open through end of May. Having a hard time getting team suits. Swimmers will wear whatever they have.
vi. Easter Egg Hunt/Other/Activities – Kecia Holiday – Easter Egg Hunt is done. Good turnout. It went very well overall. We filled 2 of the 3 large tubs that we have, next year we will fill all three tubs. Erin Weber – advised that the Littlest Learners program will start 6/15. Registration will open 5/2. It will be for ages 0-10. Signups will be through TeamSnap this year.    
b. Pool – Jeremey Meints – Started pumping the water from the pools. Water has been turned on. His “ready-to-go” date for both pools is 5/17. We are using Reliable Pools out of Bloomington this year for any major issues.       
c. Park – Jeremey Meints – Mowing has started. Fields are being dragged daily and they have been working on re-setting bases. A letter is being worked on to be sent to Parker Kemp regarding upgrading Kemp’s field.  
9. Treasurer’s Report – Kecia Holiday – We have $15,426.83 in new bills. Account balance after bills and deposits is $63,328.35. 
a. Monthly/Other bills and payments – Reviewed. Missy Donahue moved to approve bills in the amount of $15,426.83 and checks as written/electronic withdrawals. Becky Martin seconded. Motion carried.

11. New Business
a. Weather Alert System – Isaac described the Perry Weather alert system that the school would like to partner with the park to have installed at Keller Park. It takes the guess work out of any potentially bad weather situations. A siren sounds along with an announcement. This would allow any umpires, coaches and lifeguards to know when to clear the fields/pool and when ok to proceed. Pros and cons were discussed. There are different payment options available, one to purchase the system and one to lease. Both were discussed. Board had some questions that Isaac will follow-up with his contact at Perry to answer. Jeremey Meints moved to split the cost of the Perry Weather alert system with the school, pending the answering of our questions by Perry. Kecia Holiday seconded. Motion carried.  
b. Tree Removal – Estimate from McDaniels Lawn & Tree Service to remove the dead tree by the pool/pavilion and clean-up is $500. Missy Donahue moved to accept the bid of $500 from McDaniels Lawn & Tree Service to have the tree removed and cleaned-up. Katie Schwab seconded. Motion carried.
