Regular Board Meeting 

May 9, 2022, 7:00pm 
1. Meeting was called to order at 7:08pm.
2. Roll Call – Roll was called to find the following members present:  Becky Martin, Missy Donahue, Kecia Holiday and Jeremey Meints. Mike Williams arrived at 7:12pm. Erin Weber and Katie Schwab were absent. 
3. Consent Minutes from previous meeting April 25, 2022 – Kecia Holiday moved to accept minutes as presented. Jeremey Meints seconded. Motion carried.
4. Introductions and Recognitions – if any – None.
5. Public Participation – None.         
6. President’s Report – Erin Weber, via email – Would like to see us put a safety net on the first base side of Kemp’s field to prevent foul balls from hitting children using the play equipment. Inquired about an AED being placed closer to field 4. Requested everyone present to sign the budget. Inquired about the soda cooler. Do we need a new one? Wanted to remind the board that with the holdup of the audit and then the comptroller report that we file after the audit that our funds this year could be held up a little. We don’t receive our funds until we publish our annual financial report. It’s important that the audit gets completed soon.    
7. Secretary’s Report – Becky Martin – Verified that everyone submitted their Statement of Economic Interests. 
8. Liaison’s Reports –
a. Youth Activities 
i. Travel Teams – Becky Martin – Going well. 10U and 11U Militia have tournaments coming up. Still waiting on field assignments for those tournaments. 
ii. Park Baseball/Softball/Intro – Becky Martin/Kecia Holiday – Going well. Games started 5/7, our first home game at the park is 5/9. Pictures are scheduled with Blaze Images. Intro to baseball registration closes 5/13. Currently around 20 signed up.   
iii. Spring Soccer – Kecia Holiday – Season is over, but went well.
iv. JFL – Becky Martin – Brandon attended a league meeting 4/24. It was decided to eliminate the jamboree and adopt an 8-game schedule with first game week prior to Labor Day weekend. First game will be 8/27 with first practice 8/1. Flag Day will be in Eureka on 8/20. Becky has contacted Isaac S. about any conflicts with us hosting home games. USA football certification clinic is 6/25 at Bears Halas Hall. Host organizations to provide halftime performance accommodations for visiting cheer teams. Next league meeting is 6/26.  
v. Swim Team – Missy Donahue – Registration is open through end of May. Only 2 registered at this time. 
vi. Other/Activities – None.  
b. Pool – Jeremey Meints – Pools were pumped out Friday. Plumber came today. Patch work on L pool. Had to replace two static water relief valves in big pool, they were stuck open. Will start filling pools ASAP. Missy has found a lifeguard certification instructor that will come to our pool. Training is tentatively scheduled for 5/23 and 5/24.       
c. Park – Jeremey Meints – Mowing is ongoing. JH track is almost over then will put up fence on field 1. Banners will go up soon. Isaac S. has said the school is now uncertain if they will pursue the Perry weather system. Field 4 new scoreboard is up, but not currently working. Hoping to have figured out soon. Also noted that there is no remote for the scoreboard, it’s app based.
