a. Youth Activities 
i. Travel Teams – Becky Martin – Cody dropped off the fee for the 12u tournament that was held. Going to double check if we received Olson’s. Unsure now if there will be a 15u Militia team. It appears that Jason Williams will be coaching a different team. There is a possible 10u team being formed by Matt Thomas and Brandon Matlock. The Ghosts held tryouts for 10u, 12u and 14u. 
ii. Fall Soccer – Becky Martin – Currently 9 for 1st/2nd grade team, 7 for 3rd/4th grade team and 25 for PreK/K team. PreK/K will be split into 2 teams. We have coaches for except the 3rd/4th grade team.
iii. JFL – Becky Martin – Optional camp will be 7/31-8/4. Equipment handout is 8/4. First practice is 8/7. Jeff is working with getting our recertified helmets back from Riddell and ordering needed equipment for the season. The helmets were being held for payment, which we confirmed was sent back in April. Jeff was told they were shipped, and we should have them this week. There was a question regarding physicals. Ridgeview requires them. Per Ridgeview it is a “league rule.” Erin followed up with our insurance agent and reviewed league rules. They are not required. Lexington will not require them for their players.  
iv. Cheerleading – Becky Martin – Currently have 40 registered. Sydney Benz has offered to coordinate and we have multiple other parents who have offered to help. There has been some confusion with the co-op. Appears Ridgeview is wanting to take over the entire program and wants our kids to pay their fee of $100 direct to them. It was agreed that we are not comfortable charging our families that much. It was decided to charge $50. However, mid meeting Becky received a text that Ridgeview already proceeded forward without our consent and is directing our kids to write a check to them for $100. Jeff will follow up as this is not acceptable. They are also requiring physicals for our cheerleaders. As same with football, Lexington will not require them for our players. 
v. Volleyball – Registration for 1st-4th will be end of August. Fee will be $50.00. First game 10/7.
vi. Other/Activities – 5th grade girls’ basketball is also coming up. Fee will be $75.00.
